This role works closely with the Event Services, Production and Stage Door Security teams. The 
Client & Patron Services team is part of the Venue Operations department, which is responsible  
for liaising with clients, booking events, providing Front of House services to ensure the smooth 
execution of events, and maintaining the day-to-day operations relating to Arts Commons’ 
venues and facilities. In addition, this role will work closely with members of Resident 
Companies and volunteer teams.
